Space Exploration Facts

Through each voyage into the unknown we call space, humans are learning more and more. It is hard to believe that only a few decades ago the first man-made object orbited the earth on October 4, 1957. We now have people leaving in space for long periods of time on the Mir space station.

Human space exploration began on April 12, 1961 when Vostock 1 carried the first man in space. Vostok 6 carried the first woman in space on June 16, 1963. Another huge accomplishment in space exploration occurred on July 20, 1969 when the first moonwalk occurred. An important discovery on a neighboring planet, Mars, occurred on September 1, 1982 when water frost was discovered on Mars. Venera 13 captured the first soil samples from Venus on March 1, 1982. Continuing the exploration of planets, the mars Pathfinder launched a rover on the Mars surface on July 4, 1997. The Mars Pathfinder mission is discussed in the Mission to Mars article. Mission to Mars

On July 4, 1997 the Mars Pathfinder space vehicle deployed a 25-pound, 6-wheel rover named Sojourner to explore Mars. The vehicle landed safely on the fourth planet from the sun with the help of air bags. Its purpose was to collect rock and soil samples from the planed. The samples collected from the Mars surface will be studied by scientists with the hope of gaining more knowledge of the red planet. The first pictures of Mars occurred a little over thirty years ago in 1964 when the space vehicle Mariner 4 flew by the planet. Mars is 227.9 million km from the sun with a diameter of 6,796 km. It also contains numerous volcanoes, including the largest one, which is a shield volcano named Olympus Mons. There are two moons named Phobos and Deimos in orbits around Mars.
