Through each voyage into space, humans are learning more and more. It is hard to believe that only a few decades ago the first man-made object orbited the earth on October 4, 1957. We now have people living in space for long periods of time on the Mir space station.

Human space exploration began on April 12, 1961 when Vostok 1 carried the first man in space. Vostok 6 carried the first woman in space on June 16, 1963. Another huge accomplishment in space exploration occurred on July 20, 1969 when the first moonwalk occurred. An important discovery on a neighboring planet, Mars, occurred on September 1, 1982 when water frost was discovered on Mars. Venera 13 captured the first soil samples from Venus on March 1, 1982.
