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Introduction to Ivy University

Ivy University is one of our nation’s most prestigious private universities. Undergraduate study is offered in an intellectually invigorating and challenging climate. By emphasizing technology, the arts, and community spirit, Ivy U offers the best preparation towards career success and lifelong goals. Talented faculty and staff members enhance the learning environment and help personal development within a diverse student body.

Located in Coral County, the 503 acre campus combines a rural setting with quick accessibility to urban culture, seaside settings, and the Caribbean islands. The campus is just a 30 minute drive from Coral International Airport and is also accessible by the MegaRail system. Nearby are the F. Floyd Performing Arts Center, Coral County Reef Research Center, and the Sunport National Museum.

The university was founded in 1954 as a four year coeducational Liberal Arts school. To this date it has expanded to include engineering, sciences, and fine and performing arts. Grants from the National Coral Reef Study Society and the Sunbelt Club Naturalist Foundation funded the opening of the university and continue to play a major endowment role in Ivy U.

Policies

Academic Load: To qualify for full-time status, a student must be enrolled in at least 12 credit hours per semester. The Dean of Students must approve any semester load over 16 credit hours in writing.

Advisor/Advisee System: Each student must have an advisor listed in his or her permanent record. Advisors and advisees must meet at least twice per semester for 20 minutes each meeting, and the signed meeting sheets must be photocopied and remain in the student’s permanent record. The student’s advisor may be changed if accompanied by written permission from both the old advisor, the new advisor, and the department chair of the student’s declared major.

Supplies: All new students are required to possess a computer with a modem and word processor, database, spreadsheet, and personal accounting software. Computers and software can be purchased through the Ivy U Bookstore at considerable discount. Note that the discount is only available to students of Ivy U, faculty, and staff. 

Student ID Cards: All students are required to possess an Ivy U Student ID Card. The card is required for library checkout, bookstore purchases, and cafeteria usage. The card is also required for entry into certain buildings. Replacement cost for a lost or stolen card is $25.00 payable in cash only.

Club Activities: Students are encouraged to join one of the many extracurricular clubs at Ivy University. The Student Activity Fee covers most costs of the clubs, however some may have an enrollment fee for materials purposes. Clubs for the upcoming academic year include the Big Easy Club (Jazz), E=MC2 Club (physics), Diver Down Club (scuba diving), and Vitamin B12 Club (Health Food Club).

CE140 Digital Logic Design

Covers Boolean algebra, memory circuits, state diagrams, and logic simulators. 3 cr.

CE380 Algorithms and Data Structures

Focus on data structures and algorithms in high-level languages. 3 cr.

CS140 Fundamentals of Computing

This course will cover language syntax, structured programming, and algorithms. 3 cr.

CS220 The History of Art and Science

An exploration of the relationship between art and science during the last 3000 years. Inventions in both fields and their influences on one another will be emphasized. 3 cr.

EN108 Introduction to Arthurian Legend

Covers Arthurian legends and how technology affects current theories. 3 cr.

EN210 Beginning Fiction Writing

An exploration of different methodologies for writing fiction. 3 cr.

EN310 Advanced Fiction Writing

Prerequisite EN210. A continuation of EN210 Beginning Fiction Writing. 4 cr.

PH110 Basic Astronomy

Textbook and field based study. Does not count towards Lab Science Course requirement, although some classes will be held in the evening at J.L. Bunn Memorial Planetarium. 4 cr.

PH330 Thermodynamics

Prerequisites PH210, MH310. A thorough study of thermodynamics. 4 cr.
